Vipond, a past president of the Canadian Association of Physicians for the
Environment, said the PM 2.5 could affect the cardiovascular system, causing heart attacks, strokes and
even killing people. “The other thing we know about PM 2.5 is that if you are exposed to it over long
periods of time, not only during acute events when you see the smoke outside but if you have a lot of
exposure to it over time, it also has an effect on mortality,” said Vipond. Vipond also noted that multiple
studies have shown urban and wildland firefighters have higher rates of cancer than the rest of the
population.
